o Use appropriate details from the source to support your explanation

You will get marks for:

e Saying what the message of the cartoon is
e Explaining the message
¢ Using details from the cartoon to show this
¢ Using your own background knowledge to explain why the Nazis
published cartoon like this
TASK:

Why did the Nazis publish cartoons like this?
Use the source and your own knowledge to explain your answer.

What to do:

1. Look carefully at the details of the cartoon.

What does it show?

How are the different people in it portrayed?

Why are they portrayed like that?

What message are the Nazis trying to put across?

To whom is the message directed?

2. You might need to check your background knowledge in your notes or
using the textbook.

3. Now try to answer the question. Try to use at least three details from the
cartoon in your answer.

4. Read your answer. Make sure you haven't just described the cartoon and
what it is meant to show. The question asked you WHY the Nazis published
cartoons like this. You need to show some understanding of what it was the
Nazis believed that lead them to produce images such as this one.
